In this
exhibition, stories of the artists' friendships provide insights on new ways
to enjoy these Impressionist masterpieces.

The 4F Gallery's special section, France and Wine in the 20th Century, in
Hlustrated Books, introduces illustrated books from the twentieth century
on the theme of wine and spirits.
