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Along with Selections from the Ishibashi Foundation Collection, an exhibition of important, primarily modern,
works from the collection in the museum’s fourth- and fifth-floor galleries, we are pleased to present
TAKIGUCHI Shuzo: Whriting and Drawing.

The Ishibashi Foundation Collection contains 163 works (including collaborative pieces) by
Takiguchi Shuzo (1903-1979), one of the preeminent Japanese poets and art critics of the 20th century.
After first being inspired by Surrealism to compose poetry in the 1920s, Takiguchi wrote critical and
literary works on art, ranging from Paul Cézanne to artists of the same era, from the 1930s to after
World War II. The act of writing remained a constant throughout Takiguchi’s career.

Then, in the 1960s, Takiguchi made a full-fledged effort to create his own art, which he called
dessin (French for “drawing”). As someone who had previously engaged with the world through the
written word, what was the significance of drawing for Takiguchi? This exhibition reconsiders the
entirety of Takiguchi’s activities, including poetry, art criticism, exhibition planning, and his relation-
ships with other artists, through approximately 120 items and related materials. Among these are
Takiguchi’s own diverse experimental works, and pieces by others with links to him such as Paul Klee,
Marcel Duchamp, and Joan Miré.
